BOARDING AGREEMENT/MEDICAL CONSENT FORM
Personal Belongings:
While boarding, your pet(s) are provided with bedding, bowls for feeding and water, and food. Our kennel staff feeds Science Diet feline and canine maintenance kibble; dogs may also be fed Science Diet Healthy Advantage canned food. If your pet has special dietary needs, you are welcome to bring his or her own food for our kennel staff to feed, at an additional cost of $2.00 per night. The kennel staff will also be happy to administer any medication(s) your pet is taking, at a cost of $4.00 per night. If your pet is taking Insulin injections, there is a charge of $12.00 per night.

We cannot assume responsibility for damage to or loss of any additional items, such as bedding or toys, and leashes, collars or crates. While we do make every effort to label each belonging for its safe return, accidents can happen, and because we provide all of the necessities for your pet’s stay, personal belongings are brought at your own financial risk. Any personal items which become damaged or destroyed will be removed from your pet’s boarding area for his or her safety; any soiled items will be cleaned to the best of our ability. In addition, we will make every effort to return leashes, collars, and crates to you upon arrival of your pet. 

Parasites:
Upon arrival and departure from boarding, your pet will be examined for fleas and ticks. If fleas and/or ticks are found, your pet will be treated at your expense of $16.00 to keep parasites from spreading throughout the facility.  

All vaccines must be current at the time of boarding, including: DHP-PV, Bordetella, Rabies and intestinal parasite testing for dogs, and FVRCP-C and Rabies for cats.

Medical Treatment:
If your pet has any specific or chronic medical conditions, please bring this to the attention of the staff.

Occasionally when boarding, certain medical issues may arise due to stress from being away from home and a change of diet, such as, minor stomach upsets and diarrhea, abnormal chewing, nose rubbing, and excessive barking or pacing. If such issues arise, the doctor may recommend treatment and/or medication at your expense, and we will make every attempt to contact you by phone. In the event of a medical emergency, life-saving measures will be taken.
